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to the soil.

The following settings are approximate. An accurate calculation can be made by application to 1,000 sq. ft. and adjusting spreader opening to apply 3.4 lbs. per 1,000 sq. ft. Settings are based on an average walking
speed. Reduce setting for slower speed; raise sefting for higher speed. Check your spreader on 250 square feet and adjust to apply at the rate of .85 Ib. per 250 square feet. Sweep (do not wash) all fertilizer materials from surfaces
immediately after application, because certain fertilizer ingredients can cause permanent stains. Wash out spreader after each use and allow it to dry thoroughly. Treat any exposed metal spreader areas with oil to reduce corrosion.
